X-ray Worker Designation Statement as required under Regulation 861 of the Occupational Health and Safety Act: This is written notice that you have been designated an "X-ray Worker" by your employer.  This means that as a necessary part of your employment you will be exposed to x-rays. You are hereby advised that some X-ray Workers receive radiation dose in excess of the annual limits set out for the general workforce (5 milli-Sieverts or 5 mSv) but your exposure as an X-ray Worker is limited by law to As Low As Reasonably Achievable (ALARA).  In all cases, during a 12 month period your exposure is limited to less than:      50 mSv to the trunk of the body,   150 mSv to the lens of the eye,   5 mSv to the abdomen while pregnant

Responsibilities: The facility acts to keep X-ray Worker dose to as low as reasonably achievable by a) regularly testing x-ray equipment, and b) promoting worker x-ray safety through the X-ray Safety Policy manual, its safety guides and x-ray safety training. X-ray Workers must keep their radiation dose to as low as reasonably achievable by observing facility policies, procedures and training and by communicating issues to their manager or supervisor.

Dose Monitoring: The facility issues radiation dosimeters for wear by designated X-ray Workers. By law, the worker must wear their dosimeter(s) whenever occupationally exposed. This allows the Facility to a) assure dose is reasonable and, b) to document compliance with regulated dose limits. The type and number of dosimeters issued depends on x-ray practice but in general the Facility provides each X-ray Worker a personal dosimeter to monitor radiation dose to the trunk of their body. X-ray workers who routinely wear lead aprons are issued a second dosimeter to measure unshielded dose to their head. The worker must wear and store their dosimeter(s) as instructed and exchange them for reading every January, April, July and October. 
Exact instructions on how to wear, handle and store dosimeters are provided in training and are indicated by signs in the work areas.

Notice: Ontario safety regulations hold both employer and worker accountable for safe work practices and proper use of radiation dosimeters.
